City man charged with robbery

ELKINS — An Elkins man is be-
hind bars after being accused of
forcibly robbing a man and woman at
their Elkins residence.

Michael Brooks Ketterman, 28, is
charged with one felony count of
armed robbery and one felony count of
burglary. He is currently housed at Ty-
gart Valley Regional Jail on a
$50,000 cash-only bond, set by Ran-

dolph County Chief Magistrate
George M. “Mike” Riggleman.
According to a criminal complaint
filed in Randolph County Magistrate
Court, on Friday, Cpl. G.L. Brown, of
the Elkins Police Department, was dis-
patched to a Second Street residence in
reference to ““3 masked men,” with one
of them “known for sure to be male
subject Michael Brooks Ketterman.”
A female individual said Ketterman
had come into the residence and taken
her purse before “physically assaulting

her then running out of the residence.”
Upon arriving at the scene, Brown
made contact with a male individual
who was “bleeding from the back of
the head,” the complaint states.

The male said Ketterman came into
the residence with two other masked
men and “struck him in the head with a
hammer and took his wife’s purse,” be-
fore fleeing toward the Central School
Building, according to the complaint.

ELKINS —  Elkins
Mayor Van Broughton de-
tailed $50 million worth of
city wide improvement proj-
ects during Monday’s
Elkins Rotary Club meeting.

Broughton discussed the
current large-scale current
project focused on separat-
ing the storm and sanitary
sewer systems downtown.

“I know everyone is prob-
ably  wondering  about

Kerens Avenue, that’s a big
issue right now,” Broughton
said.
